AGM Proposals
Constitution

Proposal to set Registration & Affiliation Fees in accordance with Constitution Item 4

Current economic conditions continue to be difficult for individuals, clubs and organisations. 

Having frozen affiliation fees for some years Council now proposes the following change in Registration & Affiliation fees for the coming season; as reserves have been used to maintain the Association and its activities during the freeze.
Constitution Item 4; Registration and Affiliation fees for 2012/13 season:
Club Affiliation:

£0 per club

Team Registration:

£15 per team 

Player Registration:
£2.00 per player

Standing Orders
Standing order 3.3 Ordinary Council Members currently states:
“There shall be 9 ordinary Council Members who shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting for a 3 year term. 3 members shall retire each year on rotation. If a vacancy occurs during the season, the Council may appoint an Association member for the remainder of that season only”

I propose that to increase club participation in Council and therefore maximise the available resource to undertake activities, the Standing Order be amended to:

“There shall be a maximum number of ordinary Council Members allowed, where the maximum number permitted is equivalent to the number of member clubs. 
Ordinary Council members shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting for a 3 year term. 
A minimum of 3 members shall retire each year on rotation. If a vacancy occurs during the season, the Council may appoint an Association member for the remainder of that season only”

The constitution does not need to be amended to support the above change
Club League Competition Proposals

Club Proposal 1 – Rally Point Scoring System
It is proposed by 2 clubs (Albany & BAE Systems) that BDBA adopt Rally Point Scoring as provided for in the Badminton England and International Badminton Federation rulebooks. 

BAE Systems Rationale:

We feel it is about time that our league came into line with the rest of the badminton world.  We have quite a few juniors who come through our club.  They can't understand how they are taught to play badminton using RPS ( the only scoring system in the Rules of Badminton), yet when they join a league club there is a completely different scoring system.  Also, most new members who come along to join our club are amazed that our league is still playing the outdated scoring system.
Albany Rationale:

RPS has been further consolidated nationally as the scoring system to be used for badminton at all levels of the game.
It is proposed that League Competition Rule 1 would be amended thus:
From:

1.a Laws of the Game.
The Laws shall be those of Badminton England, with the exception that the scoring system used shall be as detailed in League Competition Rule 1b. 

Those Clubs which by virtue…

1.b Scoring System 

The scoring system to be used in League and Cup Competitions shall be two games to 15 points (with the option of setting to 3 points at 14-14 in the League Competition). 

At the start of a game, the right to serve passes consecutively from the initial server to the initial receiver, then to that initial's receiver's partner, then to the opponent who is due to serve from the right service court, then to that player's partner, and so on.
To:

1. Laws of the Game.
The Laws shall be those of Badminton England. 

Those clubs which, by virtue of the limitations imposed by the structure and fabric of the building which houses the court(s), are unable to comply with the minimum conditions laid down by Badminton England can join the Association provided that the Association Council approves their conditions.

Paragraph 1.b Scoring System will then be removed from the rulebook

Club Proposal 1 Continued: Rally Point Scoring System

Proposal to play 24 games per match (including extended play)

League Competition Rule 3

3. Teams.

Each team shall consist of 3 ladies and 3 men playing 12 events (i.e. 3 ladies’ doubles, 3 men’s doubles and 6 mixed doubles). Each player plays 2 level and 2 mixed events
Each event shall consist of two games using the Rally Point Scoring system (including extended play)

Games shall be played to 21 points, except where if the score reaches 20 all, the side which gains a 2 point lead first, wins that game, if the score reaches 29 all, the side scoring the 30th point, wins that game.

To form the level doubles, the men and ladies are paired with each of the other men and ladies in the team: 1st men’s pairing of 1st man and 2nd man, 2nd men’s pairing of 1st man and 3rd man, 3rd men’s pairing of 2nd man and 3rd man; each pairing playing their opposite number; likewise with the ladies. 

The ladies’ and men’s pairings so formed must be paired in order of strength.

The mixed pairings need not correlate to the levels pairings. The men and ladies form 3 mixed pairings of their choice. 

The mixed pairings so formed must be paired in order of strength.

The following is a suggested order of play: 
Ladies’ 1st v 1st, Men’s 1st v 1st, 
Ladies’ 2nd v 2nd, Men’s 2nd v 2nd, 
Ladies’ 3rd v 3rd, Men’s 3rd v 3rd; 

Mixed 1st v 1st, Mixed 2nd v 2nd, Mixed 3rd v 3rd, 
Mixed home 1st v away 3rd, Mixed home 2nd v away 1st, Mixed home 3rd v away 2nd.

Knock Out Competition Rule 7
3. Teams.

Each team shall consist of 3 ladies and 3 men playing 12 events (i.e. 3 ladies’ doubles, 3 men’s doubles and 6 mixed doubles). Each player plays 2 level and 2 mixed events
Each event shall consist of two games to 21 points using the Rally Point Scoring system (no extended play allowed).

To form the level doubles, the men and ladies are paired with each of the other men and ladies in the team: 1st men’s pairing of 1st man and 2nd man, 2nd men’s pairing of 1st man and 3rd man, 3rd men’s pairing of 2nd man and 3rd man; each pairing playing their opposite number; likewise with the ladies. 

The ladies’ and men’s pairings so formed must be paired in order of strength.

The mixed pairings need not correlate to the levels pairings. The men and ladies form 3 mixed pairings of their choice. 

The mixed pairings so formed must be paired in order of strength.

The following is a suggested order of play: 
Ladies’ 1st v 1st, Men’s 1st v 1st, 
Ladies’ 2nd v 2nd, Men’s 2nd v 2nd, 
Ladies’ 3rd v 3rd, Men’s 3rd v 3rd; 

Mixed 1st v 1st, Mixed 2nd v 2nd, Mixed 3rd v 3rd; 
Mixed home 1st v away 3rd, Mixed home 2nd v away 1st, Mixed home 3rd v away 2nd.

Club Proposal 2 – Non Completion of matches

Albany BC would like to propose a change regarding non completion of matches

It is proposed League Competition Rule 7(a) be changed:

From:

When clubs are obliged to vacate premises at a certain time, by mutual consent the score can stand. However, both teams have the option to complete the match; and the Match Secretary shall be informed within 48 hours if an unfinished match is to be completed at a later date.

To:
When clubs are obliged to vacate premises at a certain time, and no court time has been lost due the late arrival of part or all of a team, by mutual consent the score can stand. . However, both teams have the option to complete the match; and the Match Secretary shall be informed within 48 hours if an unfinished match is to be completed at a later date.
Lost court time shall mean allocated court(s) being idle due to either the late arrival of a player(s), or multiple games due on simultaneously, but cannot be played together due to the late arriving player being required for both matches.  Where matches are unfinished due lost court time, any incomplete games shall be awarded (as walk-overs) to the non-offending side.

Club Proposal 3 – Level Doubles

Albany BC would like to propose removing the reference to level doubles pairs being paired in order of strength.

Rationale:

1 The judgment of “order of strength” is highly subjective

2 Player form varies

3 The rule is constantly ignored and when contested it is not applied

4 Tactics play a part in any sport – why should a captain not be allowed to apply tactics to his/her order of play.

This proposal would require an amendment to League Competition Rule 3 and Knock Out Cup Competition Rule 7 as follows:

From:
The ladies’ and men’s couples so formed must be paired in order of strength and shall play their opposite number only

To:
The ladies’ and men’s couples so formed shall play their opposite number only 
Club Proposal 4 – Points Awarded

Albany BC would like to propose a change to League scoring

Rationale:
At the start of every match the total number of points available to be allocated is 4 (2 all in the case of a draw and 3-1 in the case of a match when the losing team scores between 6 and 8 games).

All 4 available points should be acknowledged in the result of every match.

League Competition Rule 6 (final paragraph) would require the following amendment:
From:

Individual games shall count in the result. 
If these are equal the result is a draw. 
The following points shall be awarded: win 3 points, draw 2 points, loss when at least 6 games are won 1 point, loss when fewer than 6 games are won 0 points.

To:

Individual games shall count in the result. 
If these are equal the result is a draw. 
In matches comprising 18 games, points will be awarded as follows:

Win (where the losing team scores no more than 5 games):  4 – 0
Win (where the losing team scores between 6 and 8 games):  3 – 1
Draw (where the score is 9 – 9): 2 - 2

Or, if Club Proposal 1 has been adopted:

In matches comprising 24 games, points will be awarded as follows:

Win (where the losing team scores no more than 7 games):  4 – 0
Win (where the losing team scores between 8 and 11 games):  3 – 1
Draw (where the score is 12 – 12): 2 - 2

Club Trophy Competition Proposals
Club Proposal 5 – Knock-out Cup Schedule

Kirkham Charter BC would like to propose that the cup schedule revert back to the end of the season, as per the 2011-12 season

There is no rule change required, but clubs will be given the opportunity to vote on the change, and if accepted, the League Match Secretary will schedule the seasons’ events accordingly.
